
One Mistake Disqualifies Benny Hinn

His coming was predicted centuries in advance by hundreds of
very specific prophecies in the Old Testament, and His work to
save us from judgment is set forth in the New Testament. 
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What Must I Do to Be Saved? 

You have broken God’s Holy Law, His Ten Commandments
(Exodus, chapter 20). If you will be honest with yourself, you have
lied, stolen, and coveted, and by doing all these things, you have
dishonored your father and mother. And if you will be even more
honest with yourself, you have broken all the others, too.  

You’ve got a problem, my friend. And it’s a serious problem,
because the penalty for breaking God’s Law is death, and not just
physical death. The penalty is eternal death, separation from God
in a place that you really don’t want to go to. But there’s some
good news. In fact, it’s great news. That eternal penalty has already
been paid. God Himself paid it and paved the road for our
salvation through Jesus Christ.  7
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 who a prophet of God would be. In a word, a prophet can be
identified by the accuracy of his predictions: 

You may say to yourselves, ‘How can we know when a 
message has not been spoken by the Lord?’ If what a 
prophet proclaims in the name of the Lord does not take 
place or come true, that is a message the Lord has not 
spoken. That prophet has spoken presumptuously. Do not 
be afraid of him. —Deuteronomy 18:21-22 

It is a simple matter to compare the predictions of Benny Hinn
with what actually occurred in history. If Hinn said something 
would come to pass, and it didn’t, then he is a false prophet and a
fraud and we must expose his false teachings.

Deuteronomy 18:19-20

This “prophecy” was made by Benny Hinn in 1989. Fidel Castro 
did not “die in the 90’s”.

About ‘94-‘95, no later than that, God will destroy the 
homosexual community of America… by fire.2  

This “prophecy” never happened, either. Hinn is a fraud. Benny
